- the second is Narrow « a formal mechanism of social control «

So, law is the body of legal rules which governs and regulates the social

conduct of people and enforced by sanctions.

Legal rules are social,general and enforced by sanctions,
1-social : means these rules are to control and order relations between
prople living in a society.
They are cncerned only with the external conduct or behavior of

man,and have nothing to do with internal thoughts or beliefs.



2-general : law is generally applicable. It is pplied in all cases and to all
persons. Thus a rule of law is general thought it is applicable to one
person only.

3- legally enforced by sanctions : people are invited to obey law
voluntarily, if not they are compelled to do so by means of sanction

Civil Law, Family Law, Labour Law, Commercial Law.

The key difference between the two brancges of law lays in where the
state / the governement’s position in her relationship with other legal
person, if she is practicing her power as hight authority we are dealing

with laws that belong to public law, if otherwise it is private law.

The Sources Of Law

The term « sources of law « means anything that helps to create all
applicable legal rules in a state at a given time, the sources of law are
a criterion for the determination of the legal system considered.
We can classify the sources of law as follows into : People ( Custom),
The Jurists ( Doctrine), The Jurisdictional Institutions ( Jurisprudence),
Members Of Parliament ( Act Of Law) Or Governmental ( Regulationsa,
National Institutions ( National Law), Or International ( International
Law ).
In the countries of written law, the main law sources are the
following texts :

01- Internationl treaty : a treaty is an agreement between

several of international law subjects.
02- Constitution : is a text that sets the oragnization and

functioning of an organism, usualy a state.



03- Laws : there are three types of law : constitutional law
which change the constitution, organic law which specify and
implement the articles of the constitution, ordinary law adopted
at the end of the parliamentary shuttle.

04- Regulation : a regulation is broadly speaking, a set of
directions, laws, regulations, rules, and other legal instruments
governing a social activity. It can also simply include all legal and
regulatory measures governing a question.the regulation are set
by the competen authorities.

However, other sources are sometimes allowed depending on the

material, such as :

01- Religious Laws : all religions do not regognize religious law,
and when it does, it can be defined on different ways.

02- Custom : the custom is a legal oral use, consecrated by time
and accepted by the population of a given territory.this is a set
of habits and reactions to practical situations arising out of
justice, but subject to a broad consensus within the judiciary

who have endorsed and possibly generalized over time.



03- General Principles Of Laws : they ar rules of general
application to officialy meet three criteria : they apply even in
the absence of text ; they are released by the courts ; they are
not created from scratch by the judje but discovered by the
latter from the law and socienty at a given time.

04- Jurisprudence : they are the texts from the courts that
support the judiciary to resolve some disputes.these texts can
be an interpretation of the law or a response to a sitution
vharacterized by the legal vacuu response.that is to say they are
a reference to decide in identical cases.

05- Legal Doctrine : this is a set of analyzes and studies of legal
cpncepts, case studies or events that can help the judje in

making a decision.

Except for islamic law for personal
statutes , french statutory law was applied to algeria until its
independence in 1962,

The various sources og algerian law are : the treaties or
conventions retified by the president of the republic are higher than
the law, the law, islamic law, the habit, and natural law and rules
of aquity, if necessary.

The separartion of powers leads to a distribution of activities
among the three branches of government : the president and his
administration see to the implementations of the law, parliament is
responsible for civil and criminal legislation, as well as courts

make decisions on civil and criminal cases.
